· Export  Procedures and Documentation

· Globalize your website for export sales 

· Export Finance & “Selling the Sale” to funders

· Payments and Fraud in the Global Market Place

· Making the most of a Trade Show
· Bidding and Winning NATO Contracts
· Dealing with Representatives,  Agents, Distributors and  Creating Joint Ventures
